During Lent we will have many visitors at St. Joan of 

Arc. These visitors will include people who are not 

actively involved in their Catholic faith or people who 

do not have a faith home and are seeking that which is 

lost in their life. Some visitors will include Catholics 

within the diocese who come to St. Joan of Arc for a 

meeting or an event. When we see someone we donôt 

know, what do we do? What should we do? To answer 

these questions I need to share a story that was shared 

we me. 

 

 I received a call last week from a woman who was 

very anxious to talk to me. She had been away from 

the Church for over 40 years. However, due to 

circumstances in her life, she felt a longing to go to 

Mass. So she did something that, to me, took great 

courage ï after 40 years, she got in her car and drove 

to St. Joan of Arc on a Saturday evening for Mass by 

herself. After parking and approaching the entrance 

she saw a woman who needed help. She hurried to the 

door in time to assist this woman. The woman was 

very grateful and they started a conversation. Through 

this very brief time the visitor conveyed to the woman 

in need that she had been away from the Church for 

over 40 years and this was her first time at St. Joan of 

Arc. The visitor learned that the woman she helped 

was at that particular Mass with her sister because the 

Mass was being said for their mother who had recently 

died. She invited the visitor to sit with her and her 

sister and the visitor very enthusiastically and 

gratefully agreed to join them. Even as they marched 

up and sat in the second row the visitor was not too 

anxious because she now had two friends that she 

would be sitting with and would not be sitting alone. 

After Mass the two women told the stranger about a 

Catholic Home Coming program that was beginning 

and that she should call the church and find out more 

about it. And she didéwhich is why I relay this 

beautiful story about generosity, hospitality and 

service. Through these two very beautiful women our 

visitor now thinks of St. Joan of Arc as a hospitable 

faith home that she would like to be a part of.  

 

What are the rest of us doing to welcome the strangers 

among us to our faith home? Do we see people at 

Mass or in the kiosk or at parish events that we donôt 

know? God places people in our midst for a reason. He 

asks us to love and what better way to love our 

neighbor than to make them feel welcome? With Lent 

approaching let us all make a greater effort to 

welcome our guests in a very generous and kind way.

MODELS OF EUCHARISTIC  L IFE  
FEBRUARY  FOCUS:  BLESSED JOHN PAUL  II (F EBRUARY  22)

 Later this month the Church celebrates the Chair of Saint 

Peterðthe symbol of the popeôs authority as the Vicar of Christ.  On 

many occasions the Holy Father used that authority to encourage all the 

faithful to a rich Eucharistic life.  Through his own joy and devotion to 

Christ in the Eucharist, he drew many people to experience Christ in 

that same way.  How many people, after attending Mass with the Holy 

Fatherðwhether in Rome or during one of the popeôs numerous 

apostolic tripsðrenewed their commitment to Christ in the Eucharist?  

Even outside of the public eye, Blessed John Paul spent many early 

hours of the morning and later hours of night in adoration in prayer 

before the Blessed Sacrament. 

 In his writings, the Holy Father, as the successor of Saint Peter, repeatedly bore witness that the Eucharist 

was Jesus Christ, the Messiah, the Son of the living God.  In almost every major address and encyclical he 

connected the topic back to Eucharistic devotion and adoration. 
 

 One of his last writings especially highlighted the influence of the Eucharist on the Holy Fatherôs life.  In 

the encyclical, Ecclesia de Eucharistia (The Church of the Eucharist), he wrote:  ñProclaiming the death of the 

Lord óuntil He comesô (1 Cor 11:26) entails that all who take part in the Eucharist be committed to changing 

their lives and making them in a certain way completely óEucharisticô. 
 

 Blessed John Paul II is a great model of a life that was completely transformed by the Eucharist.  Surely, 

his devotion to the Blessed Virgin Mary and the message of Divine Mercy were deeply rooted in that personal 

encounter with Mercy HimselfðJesus Christ in the Eucharist.  During this month of February, may we seek to 

have a Eucharistic life like the popeôs, and may we commit ourselves more faithfully to making whatever 

changes are necessary to make the Eucharist the highest priority in our lives.

The year 2011 was a very good one for the St. 

Vincent de Paul Thrift Store and Food Pantry. Our 

total store sales for the year were $16,415.59. That is 

the best year we have had in the six and a half years 

we have been open. That is $3,520.39 more than our 

sales last year of $12,895.20. 

 

We provided 542 families, for a 

total of 1,489 people, with food and free 

clothing. The food pantry provided 398 

families with groceries and the store 

provided 240 families with free clothing. 

The numbers donôt add up because some 

of the families got food only, some got 

clothing only, and some families got both.  

We also assisted eighty families with rent, 

utilities, and other needs which amounted 

to $9,427.00.  

 

The Giving Tree gifts provided 33 families 

with Christmas presents and gift cards. Momôs 

Ministry helped us with the church families by 

providing $50 Kroger cards for their Christmas 

grocery shopping. With the Kroger gift cards we had 

left at Thanksgiving and the Marsh cards donated to us 

in December, we were able to give each of the 

families, whose names we received from the Salvation 

Army, a $20 or $30 grocery gift card. This was a nice 

surprise for these families as they were not expecting 

help with their groceries. 

 

The total number of families that we helped 

during the year is 719. This was 542 families through 

the food pantry & store, 80 families with rent, utilities, 

etc. and 64 families at Thanksgiving and 33 families at 

Christmas. This doesnôt count the many people we 

have helped by having a nice thrift store where they 

can shop and find very reasonably priced clothing, 

bedding, household items, books, etc. We have the 

best prices in town. Thanks to everyone for your many 

donations to the store. 

 

 

In our outreach to help in the community, we 

continue to contribute to Urban Outreach for their 

Buddy Bag program. The Buddy Bag contains six 

meals and is distributed on Friday to children of low 

income or no income families, so the children will 

have food to eat over the weekend. This program 

serves the city schools as well as Eastern and Western. 

 

 If anyone is interested in 

volunteering and helping us in our work, 

we would be glad to have you. You can 

work in the store, once a month or once a 

week, or help sort clothes on Monday, or 

help with the homeless cookout once a 

month, or help serve Sunday evening 

dinner at Kokomo Urban Outreach once a 

month. Whether you have a little time or a 

lot of time to volunteer, we will find a 

place for you. If you just need more 

information or have questions, please call 

Doris at 452-2419, or stop by the store and 

see us in action. 

 

Thank you everyone for helping us provide for 

the families in our community. We appreciate all the 

contributions in whatever form they might be and if 

you are not able to contribute, just remember us and 

the work that we do in your prayers. God is with us 

and we see his hand in the many things that we do.
